Approximately 40 children with Intellectual Disability from neighbouring areas attended the 

Disability Assessment camp. In the camp, children with Intellectual Disability were tested for I.Q. 

certification and guidance regarding UDID and other govt. benefits were explained to their parents. 

A team of specialists comprising child specialist, clinical psychologist, physiotherapist, 

occupational therapist, speech therapist, optometrist and medical social worker assessed the 

CWSN and provided them with medical and therapeutic intervention.  

Other officers and officials of GRIID such as Mr Jaspal, Administrative Officer; Ms Vandana 

Officiating Principal; Dr Ravi, course co-cordinator and staff of GRIID were also present during the 

inaugural function.
